®Talk Cafe: This is a cafe for foreign citizens to have a
heart-to-heart talk with local residents about what they are
thinking. The conversation is in Japanese, but no need to
worry about speaking fluently. (Attendance fee, about
¥200, needed)

@®Japanese Language Classes (Every week): There are
four classes for learning Japanese language. For those
with a child, babysitting is available for some classes. No
tuition. (Free of charge)

& Study Support for Children  (Saturday morning):
Intended for boys and girls from foreign countries and
attending Japanese schools. Learning assistants give
support with their work on Japanese language and school
subject studies. (Free of charge)

& Free Space for Children (Saturday afternoon):
Children with international backgrounds can get together
through playing and doing homework. MAFGA supports
children to get connected with each other. (Free of charge)
&®Language Courses (Every week): Eight classes for
English, Italian and Spanish languages are available.
English classes include four classes for middle and high
school students and one class for mothers with their
children of 2-years-old to pre-kindergartener age. You are
welcomed to join all the classes, even if you cannot speak
Japanese well. The classes will charge fees.

@ Job-seeking Support Event  (Once a year in autumn or
winter): Through a series of seminars, foreign residents
who want to work in Japan can learn how to find jobs in
Japan, how to write a resume, how to prepare for an
interview, how to follow business manners in Japan, etc.
Free of charge.

@ Multiethnic Festival (November): A merry and pleasant
festival filled with ethnic foods, goods, games, songs and
dances from around the world is held once a year.

You can enjoy various events, such as photo exhibitions,
music performances, movies, picture book reading
sessions, and summer vacation events for children. The
event program is renewed every year.
