@®Why were the Minoh Foreign Resident Advisors for
Disaster Prevention appointed?

There are a lot of natural disasters in Japan. Therefore, the
Japanese people have had evacuation drills since their
childhood in their schools and in their hometowns, so they
are used to evacuating. However, international residents
may have different knowledge about natural disasters and
disaster prevention, depending on where they come from.
Therefore, from 2020 Minoh City and MAFGA began to
work on the Minoh Foreign Resident Advisor for Disaster
Prevention project.

®What is a Minoh Foreign Resident Advisor for
Disaster Prevention?

International residents can become Minoh Foreign
Resident Advisors for Disaster Prevention after studying
about disaster prevention at training sessions or seminars.
People who have knowledge about disaster prevention and
are always prepared can stay calm and take action when
a natural disaster occurs. Those who know how to act in
emergencies can save themselves and their families. The

@ The expectations for the Minoh Foreign Resident

It is important to build a system in which the international
residents, as members of the local community, and the
local Japanese residents can help each other. The number
of international residents who have high awareness of
disaster prevention will increase through the Minoh Foreign
Resident Advisors for Disaster Prevention project.
Furthermore, this project aims to increase the number of
international residents who can self-help (protect oneself)
across Minoh City, by sharing their knowledge and
information with their own communities (the groups from
the same countries or languages). We expect that a
foundation for mutual assistance (to help one another) will
be formed if the international residents can gradually
connect with their local communities.

She is
now a postdoctoral
researcher at a university in
Osaka, studying molecular
cell biology using yeast.

-- Why did you choose to do research in Japan?

| used to watch animation programs on TV often when |
was a child. | didn’t realize at that time but when | grew
up, | learned that they were from Japan. “Dragon Ball”
and “Pokemon”, for instance. | grew up with “Sailor
Moon”. | wanted to know more about the country that
made animations | loved. | have visited Japan several
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times before. And | happened to have an opportunity to

research at a university in Osaka so here | am.

-- When we met for the first time at a supermarket,
you were putting unwrapped individual vegetables
into your shopping basket without using a plastic
bag. What was the reason for that?

Because it is not needed. | don’t want to use plastic
bags unless they are needed. You can wash
vegetables and fruits as they are wrapped in their own
skin. | don't want to use something that cannot
decompose. | want to be environmentally conscious.

-- What do you think about food packaging in
Japan?

| think it's very convenient. Lunch boxes (Bento) which
are sold at convenience stores are a good example.
You can just throw it away after you eat it. Many dividing
cups are used so that food wouldn’t get mixed. But they
are all made from plastic and they won’'t decompose
after use. It isn’t good for the environment.

-- What is food packaging like in Germany?

It is not convenient like in Japan. Candies are not
wrapped individually. Unwrapped candies are put in a
bag. Cookies are not wrapped individually and put in
bags or boxes like in Japan. Plastic bags for shopping
were reduced gradually from 10 years ago and it is
banned now. You barely see plastic products.
Disposable plates, spoons and forks are made with
paper.

-- From your perspective, there are many things
that worry you about the environment, aren’t there?
Japan is really convenient. But as a consequence of
that convenience, there are plastic products that are
not good for the environment everywhere. If Germans
who don’t know much about Japan visited, they would
be impressed with the convenience of Japan. However,
they would be surprised by how much plastic is used
and worry about the bad influence on the environment.

-- What do you like doing in Japan?

The good things in Japan for me are the convenience
and safety. Trains are also convenient. The system is
easy to understand and trains run as scheduled, so you
are able to use them even if you don’t understand
Japanese much. | like going on trips by train. | can go
jogging at night by myself as it is safe in Japan. |
wouldn’t dream of that in Germany.

-- Is there any advice to the people who are coming
to Japan to live?

| want to say, “Bring your own jeans or pants from your
countries!” (With showing the jeans she was wearing) |
bought these in Japan but they are too short. It may be
a good idea to bring medications as well. You can buy
anything else in Japan!

@National Health Insurance: Individual Out-of-

pocket Limit Certificate After August 2021

This is for NHI holders. When you have an operation or are
hospitalized, your medical expenses may rise. However, if you
present the Individual Out-of-pocket Limit Certificate
(“Gendogaku Tekiyou Ninteisho”), the amount you have to pay
to the hospital may be reduced. How much your financial
burden will be alleviated is determined by your age and your
previous yearly income, etc. If you have your former Limit
Certificate, it expired on July 31. If you need a new one, you
may apply at the City Office’s Medical, Pension and Nursing
Care Service Desk. You will need (1) your NHI certificate, (2)
personal identification (driver’'s license, a photocopy of
resident card, etc.), (3) something which certifies your
individual number (“My Number” card or a copy of residence
certification with “My Number”) and (4) a seal (inkan/hanko) to
apply. You will need to declare your 2020 income. Application
can be done by postal mail.

®When You Are Unable to Pay National

Pension Contributions

When you are self-employed or without a job and have
difficulties in paying National Pension contributions because
of low income, you can apply for the Contribution Exemption
System or Payment Postponement System. The amount of
exemption is determined based on your household income of
the previous year.

*The application must be filed each year. However, if you
have applied for “continuous application” and been approved
by June 30, 2021, you don’t have to apply this year. If you
want to apply for this system, you can get the application form
at the City Office, Toyokawa Branch or Todoromi Branch.
Please contact the office written on the next page for the
necessary documents other than the application form.

XIf you had a full or partial exemption in the past and the
period is within 10 years, you can recover the period by paying

@ Application for the Reservation System for
Entering Nursery (“Nyuen Yoyaku Seido”)

“Nyuen Yoyaku Seido” is an application system for those who
want to have their children enter the 1-year-old class of
nurseries in April 2022. Children eligible to apply are 1-year-
old children (born between Apr. 2, 2020 and Apr. 1, 2021) who
live with their guardians in Minoh City. When using the
Reservation System, you can know whether your children can
enter the nursery in April 2022 in late September 2021. Itis a
different system from the Usual Application (“Tsujo
Moshikomi”), by which applications are accepted once a year
in November. Because the Reservation System let you know
earlier whether your children can enter the nursery, you may
make a plan to go back to your job more easily and raise your
children more comfortably.

Please look at the new “Bosai Map (Minoh City Hazard Zone
Map)” issued in June 2021 to find out in which area your
house is located. If your house is in a colored area, you should
move to a safer place during disasters. Take action before it
gets dark and before the wind and rain get stronger.

(1) If you live in the Red Zone of the “Bosai Map”, please go
to the emergency shelter (“Hinanjo”) when evacuation
information is announced.

(2) In the High-risk Area or the Yellow Zone, if you live in a
one-story house, go to the emergency shelter. If you live in a
sufficiently sturdy house with more than two stories, you can
stay on the upper floors of your house away from mountain,
cliff and river. You can also evacuate to a friend’s or relative’s
house in a safe place.

(3) Elderly people, people with disabilities and with small

=5 | children, etc. living in the Red Zone or the High-risk Area of

the “Bosai Map” should evacuate as soon as information on
"Evacuation of the Elderly, etc." is announced. Please go to
the emergency shelter.

(4) Even if you do not live in a hazard area, you can go to the
emergency shelter if you feel uneasy about being alone at
home. However, it is dangerous to go outside during torrential
wind and rain. In that case, please be in the safest place in
your house.

Please make sure to use special garbage bags when throwing
away combustible waste in Minoh City. The garbage bags are
available for free by presenting a ticket (postcard) to
exchange for “garbage bags for burnable waste” at the
designated supermarkets, convenience stores, etc. A ticket
was mailed to your address in the beginning of August.
