¥ Jonny, who is an artist, comes from New Castle in the
UK. He started creating artwork while working as a cook.
In Japan, he has been doing other jobs while creating
artwork for about 20 years. He lives in Minoh City with
his wife and two daughters.

-- Why did you come to Japan?

| didn’t choose it. My situation at that time resulted in me
moving to Japan. | studied at Royal College of Art in
London and | met my wife there. She is Japanese. We
got married in London and our mutual friend who lived in
Tokyo let us stay at her apartment.

-- What did you do after you came to Tokyo?

| worked at an English school first. We opened a
restaurant after that. We borrowed the money. We
decided to open the place very cheaply, so even if it
didn’t succeed, we wouldn’'t lose much money. The
restaurant was successful enough to be fully booked on
weekends, but we closed it after about 10 years because
we needed to move to Osaka.

-- Why did you decide to move?

My wife’s parents in Osaka needed help. Another thing
was about my daughters. Every time | came to Osaka, |
came to Osaka, | saw children in Osaka were telling

jokes and laughing like children should. | wanted to raise
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my daughters here. Also,' in Minoh City, you have nature
here and there are mountains within walking distance
from my home.

-- What do you do in Osaka?

| do artwork such as printmaking. | also teach English at
a middle school, high school, English school and
community center to make a living. | work six days a
week. On the day | have many lessons, | get up at five
and come home late at night. | still manage to create
artwork within the schedule.

-- Do you know what people in Japan think about
your artworks?

| don’t know because | can’t sell my works in Japan. | am
with a gallery in Germany. You have to buy my works off
this gallery. They take a commission and | get paid. It's a
gallery system there. They choose artists and they sell
their work. They also organize exhibitions. Gallery
systems in Japan are different. Here, artists have to pay
to galleries to rent a space to have an exhibition.

-- Is there anything you do through art with the
people in your community?

| teach English to children at a local community center.
My lessons are heavily based on drawing. For example,
| tell them what needs to be in their drawing first. Let’s
say it is a head. You roll a dice. If it was three, they need
to draw three heads. They keep doing this and they draw
like many legs, many hands with instructions in English.

-- In the future, what do you plan to do and where will
you live?

| will stay in Japan. Because it is where my family is. | will
spend my life here and keep creating my works. | have
to finish my “Infinity Series” (photograph)!

-- Do you have any advice for international citizens
who have just come to Japan?

(Thought for a while) Try to be a part of a community.
Just saying “Hello” for the beginning. | often talk to my
neighbors. If you know the people, it will make many
aspects of your life easier.

Influenza vaccination for elderly people started from Thu.,
Oct. 1. This vaccination is free of charge this year to
prevent the prevalence of COVID-19 and seasonal
influenza at the same time.

(1) Those who are living in Minoh and will be 65 years or
older on the date of vaccination.

(2) Those who are between 60 and 65 years old and have
respiratory disability which affects daily life, or have

immunodeficiency virus (HIV) (those who have a Physical
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Disability Certificate grade 1 or other medical certification
issued by a doctor).

Vaccination for Children

The influenza vaccination for the 2020 season has begun.
¥1,000 worth of flu vaccine coupons were sent at the end
of September to families with children aged from six
months to the 6th grade of elementary school. Enclosed
were 2 copies of coupon per person valid until Mon., Dec.
28. If you want to have your children vaccinated, you may
use these coupons by the expiration date. If you have not
yet received the coupon, please contact the Children
Healthy Division. If you find any difficulties in
understanding the leaflet enclosed in the mail, please
consult with MAFGA.

¥ Children under age 13 are recommended to get
vaccines twice per season. After getting the first vaccine,
an interval of 2 - 4 weeks is required before the second.
Timely vaccinations are recommended --- get the first one
quickly if you wish to complete the second one by the
expiration date of coupons.

X The fee you must pay varies for each medical institution,
most probably at around ¥2,500 per shot. Reservation
may be required.

@®Vaccination for Children / Rotavirus Vaccine
Rotavirus vaccine is a vaccine to prevent children (from 0
years old to before entering elementary school) from being
infected with rotavirus which cause gastroenteritis,
encephalitis, and encephalopathy. It is a drinkable vaccine
for babies. From October 1, 2020, it became a routine
immunization. Routine vaccination is determined and
carried out by Japanese domestic regulations. The first
vaccination should be between 6 and 14 weeks and 6
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days (about 3 months and a half) after birth.

Intended for: Children born after August 1, 2020

Fee: Free

% When you submit your baby's birth certificate (a
document to be submitted to the City Office when your

. {baby is born), you will receive a pre-screening slip. The

pre-screening slip is a questionnaire for a safe
vaccination. Please see "About Rotavirus Vaccine Routine
Immunization" that you will get with the pre-screening slip.
X There are two types of vaccines, each with a different
duration and vaccination frequency. Parents choose which
one their child will receive.

2 Children born before July 31, 2020 are vaccinated
voluntarily (Parents choose whether to get vaccinated or
not. Paid).

® Have a Cancer Screening and a Dental

Examination

To improve early detection and treat the disease, it is
essential to have a medical checkup before symptoms
appear. In Minoh City, you can have a cancer screening
(Gastric, Lung, Colorectal, Cervical, Breast, and Prostate)
and a dental examination for free. Also, the hospitals and
the dentists take measures to prevent the infection of the
COVID-19. If you haven’t been examined yet, please have
an early checkup.

2 The validity period of the free medical examination is
until Wed., March 31, 2021.

@ How to have a checkup

(1) Find a hospital / dental clinic.

Please refer to the Kenshin Guidebook or the Minoh City
website. From there, decide the hospital or the dental
clinic where you will have a checkup.

(2) Make an appointment by phone.

Please call the hospital or the dental clinic where you want
to have a checkup and tell them, “I would like to get my
free cancer screening / free dental examination.”

(3) Visit the hospital or the dental clinic on the appointment
day.

Please visit the hospital with your Health Insurance
Certificate (Kenko Hokensho), Driver’s License, or other
certificates that can prove your name, address, and age.
If you have a dental examination, you need to bring a
special ticket for a dental examination mailed by Minoh
City.

@® You Will Receive a New National Health

Insurance (NHI) Certificate

New National Health Insurance (NHI) certificates
(Hokensho) will be issued effective November 1. The new
certificate is supposed to be arriving to the NHI holders in
mid-October. If it does not arrive by the end of October,
please phone the National Health Insurance Division. This
new NHI certificate is valid for one year. Please note the
following (1) to (3) are in different categories among
National Health Insurance. The insurance names and the
expiration dates vary.

(1) NHI holders who will be 75 years old by Oct. 31, 2021:
% Once you become 75 years old, your National Health
Insurance category changes to the “Latter-stage Elderly
Medical Care Insurance Certificate”. You will receive this
new certificate toward the end of the preceding month of
your birthday.

(2) Students who have “Maru Gaku Hihokenshasho” (a
special NHI Certificate for Students):

Your “Maru Gaku Hihokenshasho” is valid until Mar. 31,
2021. If you need one after Apr. 1, 2021, please apply
again.

X To apply for a new “Maru Gaku Hihokenshasho”, you
need your previous “Maru Gaku Hihokenshasho”, your
seal, and ID such as your student card that shows your
status as a student from Apr. 1, 2021.

(4) Foreign citizens whose Resident Card (“Zairyu Card”)
will expire by Oct. 31, 2021:

Your current NHI certificate is valid until the day after your
Resident Card expires. If you extend your period of stay,
you will receive a new NHI certificate.

@If You Hear an Earthquake Early Warning --

Secure Your Own Safety First
An “Earthquake Early Warning” is a warning which warns
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of a big earthquake that is about to happen. When the
warning sounds from your TV or mobile phone, they will
give information on the predicted magnitude of the
earthquake. Your mobile phone will receive an emergency
email, too. After the warning sounds, you only have
several to several tens of seconds before an earthquake
strikes. You need to take the following actions
immediately.

(1) Indoors

a. Quickly search for somewhere to safe. Go under
something sturdy, such as a desk or table, and hold on to
its legs.

b. If there is no desk or table nearby, protect your head
with something like a pillow or bag or move to a place
where nothing will fall down, and crouch down.

(2) Outdoors

a. Move away from objects which may collapse such as
block walls, vending machines, old houses, etc.

b. Look out for falling objects like glass, signs, slates, etc.
and move to a clear area.

(3) While Driving

Pull over to the left side of the road and turn the hazard
lights on.

(4) On a train or bus

a. When you are seated, protect your head with something
like a bag and bend down.

b. When you are standing, hold on to a strap or a handrail.
(5) In an elevator

Press all the floor buttons and get out at the floor it stops.

(help) from other areas will not arrive for about 3 days.
Electricity, water and gas may stop, and you may not be
able to buy the goods you need for everyday life. In case
«» | that happens, each household should make preparations
to survive on for 3 days. Get into the following 3 habits to
prepare for a disaster.

(1) Always keep the refrigerator / pantry full. < m
Buy extra food, store them and use the an

older items first. Please restock as soon as
you use it.

a. Drinking water: 3 liters per person per day, for 3 days (9
liters in total). Stock enough for everyone in the family.

b. Foods: Please have canned, bottled and retort-packed
foods ready, that can be eaten as they are.

c. If electricity stops, start eating from the refrigerated
items in the refrigerator, next freezer food and finally
preserved food. Please think about the order of what to
eat.

(2) Always keep the water in the bath full.
It can be used for flushing toilets and
domestic water. Water may be cut off (no
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water will come out) as soon as the electricity stops.

(3) Always keep your car’s gasoline full

After going out by car, fill it up with gasoline on the way
home. It's not only useful for going out somewhere, but
also for warming up with the heater charging your
smartphones or mobile phones.
