The “Minoh City
Information” section contains important notices by Minoh
City chosen from the Momiji Dayori, the monthly newsletter
published by Minoh City and distributed to Minoh City
residents. MAFGA compiles THE MINOH POST once
every two months and sends it to international residents. If
you wish to receive issues, please contact MAFGA.
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Daily Life Information Also in Vietnamese
"Minoh Multilingual Portal (Mi-Ta-Po)" is a website that
sends out daily life information in multiple languages for the
international residents in Minoh City. Now the site includes
notices from Minoh City and MAFGA, as well as
information useful for living in the community, in 10
languages. For international residents who have just come
to Japan or are not familiar with the Japanese language, it
is not easy to gather necessary information for their lives in
Japan by themselves. If they can read such information in
the language they know, they will feel relief. "Mi-Ta-Po" is
a site that can deliver that relief to international residents.
There are about 2800 international residents in Minoh (as
of November 2021). Chinese are the most common foreign
nationals, followed by Koreans. Recently, the number of
Viethamese nationals has increased to rank third. In
addition to international students, more Vietnamese are
working as technical intern trainees than before. On the
other hand, no sufficient information in Viethnamese is
provided. So, in order to improve the Vietnamese version
of "Mi-Ta-Po", we organized a group of volunteer
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translators which consists of five international students
from Vietnam. We are now able to provide updated
information every month. All five members are committed
themselves to supporting Vietnamese living in Japan.

We have created a way to deliver reliable daily life
information to Vietnamese residents. However, not a few
people may not know the existence of such information,
nor know how to access it. The information will not be
useful if it doesn’t reach people who need it. MAFGA will
continue to gather reliable information and make efforts to
surely provide it to as many people as possible.

Dear readers, we would like to ask you to introduce "Mi-Ta-
Po" and THE MINOH POST to your acquaintances and
international residents around you. We hope many more
people may get access to multilingual daily life information.

Antibody Test and Vaccination Is Mar. 31, 2022
Rubella is an infectious disease caused by the rubella
virus. The Rubella virus is very infectious and may become
more severe when adults catch it. Infection in the early
stages of pregnancy may damage the fetus. It is important
for partners or other nearby people to get the vaccination
to prevent the infection of pregnant women.

Minoh City has mailed a free antibody test coupon and a
vaccination coupon to men of age who were not previously
publicly vaccinated in April 2019. Only the people who are
proven that they do not have antibodies from the Rubella
antibody test are able to get the vaccination with the free
coupon. The deadline to use the coupon for an antibody
test or vaccination is Thu., Mar. 31, 2022. If you are eligible
but lost or didn’t receive the coupons, please contact the
Community Health Office below.

Eligibility: Males born between Apr. 2, 1962 - Apr. 1, 1979
Place: Designated medical institution. Reservation is
needed. Tell you want to use a coupon when booking.
Fee: Free. Be sure to bring your coupon. If you do not bring
it, the test and the vaccination will not be free.

@® Big Disaster! — A "Yellow Handkerchief
(Yellow Cloth) Operation” to Inform “Our Family

Is All Right!"

On Mon., Jun. 18, 2018, an earthquake centered on the
northern part of Osaka with an intensity of lower 6
occurred. Although there was damage to buildings and
confusion in Minoh City, resident associations which
conducted a “Yellow Handkerchief Operation” could
confirm residents’ safety smoothly. When a disaster
occurs, it is important to confirm neighbors’ safety and
detect the people who need help quickly.

In Minoh City, “yellow handkerchiefs” (a big eye-catching
yellow cloth or towel) are used to quickly confirm if
residents are safe. Please put up a “yellow handkerchief’
in front of your house, at the entrance for instance, if
everyone in your family at home is safe and without injury
after a big disaster. It informs neighbors, “Our family is all
right!” at the time of disasters such as earthquakes. If there
are no “yellow handkerchiefs”, people in charge of the
safety confirmation of the resident association have to visit
all  houses, meet the
residents and ask if they are
safe. This takes a lot of time.
If “yellow handkerchiefs” are
used, the people in charge
can confirm the safety of the
resident quickly and easily.
And more people’s lives will
be saved. Please always
keep a “yellow handkerchief’
in a place where you can easily take it out.

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@ Ten Tips to Protect Your Life from House Fires
Many house fires are caused by carelessness. In addition,
recently many of the housefire victims are elderly people
A ‘aged 65 and over. Each people’s carefulness can prevent
many house fires. Please check the following “4 habits and
6 strategies” in your daily life.

94 habits (to prevent fire):

(1) Never smoke in bed.

(2) Do not place anything flammable near heaters.

(3) Do not leave when using the stove.

(4) Remove dust from outlets and disconnect plugs not in
use.

@6 strategies (to escape or to reduce damages in case of
fire):

(1) Use a heater and a stove with safety features.

(2) Install residential fire alarms to detect fires and escape
quickly.

(3) Use non-flammable (flame-resistant)
beddings, clothing and curtains.

(4) Equip fire extinguishers to put out fire at an early stage.
(5) Contact your neighbors so that they can help each other
to protect elderlies and disabled persons from the fire.

(6) Take community-wide actions for preventing fires, such
as fire drills.

Arson is a
crime. Many of the causes of fires are due to arson. Please
take the following precautions to prevent such arsons.

(1) When taking out the garbage, follow the collection date
and time.

(2) Do not leave flammable materials (cardboard, old
newspapers, magazines, etc.) around the house.

(3) Turn on the lights of the entrance and gate to lighten the
area around the house.

(4) Do not leave postal items in the mailbox.

(5) Use non-flammable covers for cars and motorbikes.
(6) Lock houses that are not lived in, the garage, the shed,
etc.
